In another heavyweight 
jump-off against the clock, the 36-year-old rider came with a late run 
to snatch victory from long-time leaders Mathieu Billot and Shiva 
d’Amaury from France, while third spot went to Germany’s Meredith 
Michaels-Beerbaum and Comanche.

Romain Duguet SUI (1st): “After Lyon I plan to compete in Madrid and 
Geneva and then we will give her (Quorida de Treho) a break, and also 
everyone in the stables will have a break for a few weeks. Only if I really 
need points will I go to London and Mechelen, The plan is to qualify 
Quorida for the World Cup Final in Omaha and then to concentrate on 
my nine-year-old mare, TwentyTwo des Bisches.”

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Spain’s Severo Jesus Jurado Lopez and 
the 10-year-old gelding Lorenzo were the 
winners of the first leg of the FEI World Cup™ 
Dressage 2016/2017 Western European 
League at Odense in Denmark. They pinned 
Sweden’s seven-time Olympian Tinne 
Vilhelmson Silfven into runner-up spot with 
Paridon Magi, and Sweden’s Rose Mathisen 
with Zuidenwind into third.

Susanne Baarup, Ground Jury President - 
talking about the new Degree of Difficulty 
(DOD) Freestyle Judging System which was 
introduced today:

Rio 2016 Olympic Games team bronze medalist Christopher Burton from Australia 
topped the 6-year-old division with the KWPN Fire Fly while team silver medalist Ingrid 
Klimke from Germany steered the Holsteiner mare Weisse Duene to victory in the 
7-year-old category at the FEI World Breeding Federation Eventing Championships 
for Young Horses 2016 at Le Lion d’Angers, France.

Exciting new talent was highlighted in both age categories, with a total of 99 horses 
representing a range of studbooks. The Selle Francais claimed the overall Studbook 
title with a score of 154.6 points, but finished only a single point ahead of the KWPN 
in second on 154.7 while last year’s winners, the Irish Sport Horse Studbook, lined 
up third this time around with their final tally standing at 168.2 when the results of 
both age categories were analysed.

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Mexico’s Enrique Gonzalez claimed the victory of the $100,000 
Longines FEI World Cup™ Jumping in Del Mar with his mare Chacna. 
France’s Eric Navet with Catypso finished second while Brazil’s 
Eduardo Menezes with Catalina was in third. Egypt’s Nayel Nassar 
narrowly missed out on the final round with an unfortunate rail at the 
first round’s fence no. 1, but with the fastest, four-fault round, he and 
Lordan finished fourth.
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To the delight of the French crowd, Maxime Livio (FRA) scored his first CCI4* 
victory by Jumping clear on Qalao Des Mers at Les 4 Etoiles de Pau, the first leg 
of the FEI Classics™ 2016/17, to finish on his Dressage score of 45.3.

Michael Jung (GER), the 2016 and 2012 individual Olympic gold medalist, held 
the lead after Cross Country on FischerRocana FST, his 2015 and 2016 Rolex 
Kentucky CCI4* winner. But Jung lowered two fences on the 11-year-old mare, 
moving down to third place, and handed the win to Livio. Jung also got the runner 
up spot with FischerTakinou.
